Speaker Biography


Dr. Elizabeth A. Guillette recently retired as an Associate Research Scientist in the Department of Anthropology at the University of Florida.  After many years as a Professor of Nursing, she received her doctorate in Anthropology in 1993.  She is best known for her longitudinal research on the interplay between the Mexican children’s health and development and their exposure to pesticides.   She has also done research in India and Africa.  Her research techniques for investigating communities at risk are now published in book form and used internationally.  


She has been an invited speaker at national and international conferences on environmental health.  Recognizing her leadership in innovative contaminant research, Canadian Broadcast Company produced feature video on her work and its implications.  The video, Hidden Legacies, has been shown internationally and is in the process of being translated into other languages.  


Dr. Guillette also serves as a research advisor for multiple organizations.  She has been an expert witness for both the national and international level.  She has been very active in providing a scientific basis for the bans on the misuse of pesticides in Canada. She has also been invited to speak on the cultural implications of contamination, addressing various Asian governments and the United Nations.  She was active with the development of the United Nations international treaty for the elimination of persistent organic pollutants.  Currently, she is actively providing scientific knowledge in multiple court cases involving contamination.
