EXAMPLE OF HIGHLIGHTS:

A team of five MGs created a garden design for the Ben Miller School (for developmentally disabled teens).  The school could not afford to hire a landscape architect so turned to the MG Program for help. The plan was developed with school staff and incorporated therapeutic horticulture principles.  The donated plan saved the school $2,500.  

Seven volunteers who completed Master Composter training last year, taught 8 “Composting for Beginners” workshops around the county that attracted 113 learners. 73% of the attendees said they planned to start a compost pile within the next 12 months.

41 volunteers devoted 920 hours to the Therapeutic Horticulture program, which reached over 800 clients at 11 different sites.  Received a $2,000 grant from the Moses Foundation to purchase container gardens for low-income youth using county mental; health services.  MGs taught three classes to staff and clientele on how to grow herbs and vegetables in the containers. 

MGs helped start a new, 5,000 sq. ft., community garden with residents at the request of the Cordovia Neighborhood Assoc.  21 families and 45 youth were involved the first year.  MGs provided technical assistance on garden design, procured donated gardening tools, and taught basic vegetable gardening classes in the garden each week during the growing season.

The Bay-Wise committee worked with the Dept. of Recreation and Parks to design and install three rain gardens at Trestle County Park.  The gardens have signage so that residents can learn how rain gardens improve water quality.

At the county fair 472 residents took an exciting interactive quiz on insects that harm plants and insects that benefit gardeners.  They each received a fact sheet on the subject and a magnet from the Home and Garden Information Center.
