To compete in the contest, the contestant’s family needs to be a 
member of Baltimore County Farm Bureau. The contestant or 
her family should be involved in some way with the production of 
agriculture or as an associate member and also have an understanding 
of the agricultural industry.

The Baltimore County contest will take place during the Baltimore 
County 4-H Fair, July 16, 2009, 4:45 pm in the Vista Room at the 
Maryland State Fairgrounds. Deadline for calling me and sending the 
application back will be June 30, 2009.

Baltimore County Farm Bureau presents the winner with a check. 
Other contestants also will receive a check.

The winner will reign over the Baltimore County 4-H Fair throughout 
the week. She will hand out ribbons at various events, programs, help 
with fair tours, and livestock auction. 

The contest winner is required to attend an orientation on August 3, 
2009. The State Contest is August 28, 2009 at the State Fairgrounds. 
There will be a mini workshop and a lot of important information you 
will need to know. You will also practice in the cow palace. Parent or a 
family member are encouraged to come. Lunch will be served.

The actual judging contest is an enjoyable two day event. The contest 
dates are August 27 and August 28, 2009. You will also be spending 
one night at a nearby hotel.

	 B.	� Junior Division- at least 5 minutes, but not more than 10 minutes

	 C.	� Intermediate and Senior Divisions: at least 10 minutes but not 
more that 15 minutes.

4.	� Visual Presentation (Illustrated Talk) is structured with an 
introduction, body and summary.  Instead of showing how to do, 
you explain how by the use of illustrations, charts or posters.  You 
usually do this kind of talk in an area where you cannot actually 
show “how to do something.”

9.	� Clovers will be evaluated, but not judged.  They will receive a special 
ribbon and a premium of $1.00.

10.	�Blue ribbon winners will represent Baltimore County at the state 
contest held at the Maryland State Fair.
