Exhibitors of animals (beef, dairy, goat, horsejlpyg, rabbit, sheep, dog, and swine), at all ahisezence activities and events shall at all times
conduct themselves with honesty and good sportdm@nsTheir conduct shall always reflect the highgtandards of honor and dignity to promote the
advancement of agricultural education. This cqufgies to all 4-H'ers who participate in structurddsses of competition and animal science aas/iind
events in 4-H. This code applies to all animafered in any animal science activity, event, ovgho

All youth leaders (including parents and MCE Vokaris) working with 4-H exhibitors is under an affative responsibility to do more than avoid
improper conduct or questionable acts. Their meailes must be so certain and positive that tlyosager and more pliable will be influenced by thei
fine example. Owners who violate the code of ahsognce ethics will forfeit premiums, awards, auttion proceeds and may be prohibited from future
participation. 4-H Exhibitors who violate this edf ethics demean the integrity of all animal éitbrs.

Infractions will be reviewed by a 4-H Board of Rewi, on the local or state level, as appropriatdnéoevent in question and may be subject to a
fair oversight committee. In addition, some actyrhe subject to review of the State 4-H Officedohapon the 4-H Behavioral Expectations (4-H 418)
and/or MCE policies.

The following is a list of standards for all extidss and all animals in competitive events andvaiets:

1. All exhibitors must present, upon request of &énd livestock officials, proof of ownership, gth of ownership, and age of all animals owned.
Misrepresentation of ownership, identity of aninzae, or any facts relating thereto is prohibited.

2. Owners shall provide animal health certificdtem licensed veterinarians upon request by faaromal officials.

3. 4-H exhibitors are expected to care for andmgrtheir animals while at fairs or animal scienceévities and events.

4. Animals shall be presented to activities anehés; where they will enter the food chain, freelofys. The act of entering an animal in an anshalv,
activity, or event is giving the consent by the ewffior event management to obtain any specimensiné, saliva, blood, or other substance from the
animal to be used in testing. Animals entered steilbe administered drugs other than in accorelavith applicable federal, state, and provinciatuges,
regulations and rules. Animals shall not be exéibif the drugs administered in accordance wittefel, state, and provincial statutes, regulataonsrules
affect the animal’s performance or appearanceea¢vient.

If the laboratory report on the chemical analgs saliva, urine, blood, or other sample, takem livestock, indicates the presence of forbidden
drugs or medication, this shall be prima facie enime such substance has been administered toithal @ither internally or externally. It is presadithat
the sample of urine, saliva, blood or other sulzgiatested by the approved laboratory to which #eist is the one taken from the animal in quesitsn,
integrity is preserved, and all procedures of saitection and preservation, transfer to the latmgeand analysis of the sample are correct andrateand
the report received from the laboratory pertaintheéosample taken from the animal in question amckctly reflects the condition of the animal a thme
the sample was taken, with the burden on the owanprove otherwise at any review in regard to ttatten conducted by the fair or livestock event -¢t.4
At any time after an animal arrives on the fairmaimal science event premises, a licensed veteainahall administer all treatments involving thee wf
drugs and/or medications.

5. Any surgical procedure or injection of any fgresubstance or drug or the external applicatioany substance (irritant, counter irritant, or ikm
substance) which could affect the animal's perfogeaor alter its natural contour, conformationappearance, except external applications of sutEsao
the hoofs or horns of animals which affect appesgamly and except for surgical procedures perfdrinea duly licensed veterinarian for the sole pag
of protecting the health of the animal, is protatit
6. Using ice, ice packs, cold packs, or cold casges, internally or externally, other than thassgibed to relieve heat stress or a medical tiondas
diagnosed by a duly licensed veterinarian for thle purpose of protecting the health of the aniisgbrohibited.
7. Hair removal, clipping or shaving of hair orgedMarket and Breeding), or evidence thereof,dessears, tails, and underline is prohibited.
8. The use of showing and/or handling devices sischtriking animals to cause swelling, using elggdt contrivance, or other similar practices, aog
acceptable and are prohibited.
9. Direct criticism or interference with the juddeir, or animal show management, other exhibjtoreed representatives, or show officials befdueing,
or after the event is prohibited. In the furthemof their official duty, all judges, fair and aval management, or other event officials shallrbated with
courtesy, cooperation, and respect and no persalh ditect abusive or threatening conduct towarehthor exhibitors participating in the activity. rFo
disciplinary procedures, please refer to 4-H 418.
10. No owner shall violate this Code of Ethiczonspire with another person or persons to inteati violate this code of ethics or knowingly cohute
or cooperate with another person or persons efthaffirmative action or inaction to violate thisde of ethics. Violation of this rule shall sulijsach
individual to disciplinary action.
11. The application of this code of ethics prosider absolute responsibility for an animal's ctiodito the owner whether or not he or she wasatigtu
instrumental in or had actual knowledge of thettmesnt of the animal in contravention of this codethics.
12. The act of entering an animal is the givingafsent by the owner, parent, or guardian to hayalisciplinary action taken by the fair or anirselence
event for violation of this Code of Animal Sciergthics and any other rules of competition of the da animal science event without recourse agahest
fair, animal science event, or 4-H. The act okdng an animal is the giving of consent that argcpedings or disciplinary action taken by the fair
animal event may be published with the name ofvibkator or violators in any publication of the émhational Association of Fairs and Expositions,
including Fairs and Expositions and any speciakastto members.
13. The act of signing this form and/or enterifigioanimal in a fair or animal event or activisythe giving of verification by the owner that heshe has
read theMaryland 4-H Code of Animal Science Ethics and understands the consequences of and penattigded for actions prohibited by the code. It
is further consented that any action, which corens these rules, and is also in violation of faldstate, or provincial statutes, regulationgutes may be
released to appropriate law enforcement authoritigssjurisdiction over such infractions.
