CLUB OFFICER DESCRIPTIONS

PRESIDENT: (14 or older) Presides at all club meetings and is the head of all committees. Is responsible for making
sure all officers and chairpersons are completing their jobs. Shall keep the President’s book up-to-date and will present
the book to the county for judging at the end of the year.

VICE PRESIDENT: (14 or older) Shall perform the duties of President in the absence, leave, or resignation of the
President.

TREASURER: (14 or older) Shall be entrusted with the money for the club and keep accurate records of all receipts
and expenditures. Will be expected to furnish detailed and complete information concerning the finances of the club
whenever it is needed. Shall keep the Treasurer's Book up-to-date and will present the book to the county for judging
at the end of the year.

RECORDING SECRETARY: (11 or older) Shall keep a record of all meetings of the club during the year. Shall keep
the Secretary's Book up-to-date and will present the book to the county for judging at the end of the year. Shall keep a
record of the attendance of all the members that will be presented at the end of the year.

CORRESPONDING SECRETARY: (11 or older) Shall handle and keep a file of all the correspondence concerning the
club. Shall e-mail meeting reminders to all members and leaders. Shall write any correspondence for the club, for
example thank you notes. Shall perform the duties of the Recording Secretary in his or her absence.

REPORTER: (8 or older) Shall prepare all publicity for the club. Shall keep a Reporter's Book with all newspaper
clippings, efc. and may present the book for county judging at the end of the year. Shall submit newspaper articles to
the paper.

HISTORIAN: (8 or older) Shall keep a Historian's Book with all newspaper clipping, etc. Shall take pictures at
different club events.
