When they discussed 

credit cards, the group talked about    

how they were convenient and good 

for making large purchases.

Horses/Equine  

Requirements for Equine 

Show Exhibitors  

Coggins  ð Each exhibitor must 

have and present to show organ-

izers a current (within 12 

months) and valid negative Cog-

gins (equine infectious anemia) 

certificate for each equine.  

Self -Certification of Equine 

Health Form  ð For 2009, a Self

-Certification of Equine Health 

Form is required for each 

equine entering a fair/show -type 

event where multiple livestock 

species are present. The form 

must be available for inspection 

if requested. Those participat-

ing in equine -only shows and 

events are exempt from this 

requirement; however, it is good 

practice to thoroughly double 

check the health and skin condi-

tion of the animal before depart-

ing for the event. The form pro-

vides an easy checklist to do 

this.

Exhibitors may not bring an animal 

having apparent or known signs of a 

contagious or infectious disease to a 

show. 

Rabbits  

All rabbit exhibitors must fill out a  

Self Certification of Rabbit Health  

Form ( www.mda.state.md.us/pdf/  

sc_rabbit.pdf )  prior to loading ani-

mals and it shall be presented upon 

request to the designated fair and 

show representative at each show at-

tended.

1. Obtain a Maryland Poultry Prem-

ises Registration number  

2. Valid copy of Avian Influenza test  

3. Valid copy of Pullorum -Typhoid 

test  

All poultry exhibitors must fill out a 

Self Certification of Poultry Health  

Form( www.mda.state.md.us/pdf/  

sc_poultry.pdf )  prior to loading 

animals and shall be presented upon 

request to the designated fair and 

show representative at each show at-

tended.
