Please
make sure to use the Dalamar Street En-
trance to the fairgrounds when arriving

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Discounted Fair Passes for 4 -H Families

persons, department superinten-
dents and others was assembled to
decide on this

a consensus that was acceptable to
all. The fair board would like to
thank everyone for their participa-
tion in this process.

4-H Families may purchase dis-
counted passes to the 2009 Mont-
gomery County Agricultural Fair

year

for members of their immediate
household. This includes parents,
non 4-H siblings, and other family
members living in the same house-
hold. The prices for passes are as
follows:

e 9-day Pass (Parking at Perry
Parkway only included ) for ages
16 and up will be $30. This is
the same price as 2008. Passes
will be punched for each day,
and a hand stamp will be re-
quired for re -admittance.

e 9-day Pass Wristband (any en-
trance, no free parking ) for
ages 2-15 will be $15.

e Discounted Daily passes will
also be available to 4 -H family

members only at a cost of $5.00
each. This also includes park-
ing at Perry Parkway only.

e  Children under 2 years of age
will be admitted free of charge.

Discounted passes will be available
until 4:00 p.m. on Wednesday, Au-
gust 12th. No exceptions will be
made.

4-H Volunteer and Member Cards
are available at the 4 -H Of-

fice. These will allow you admission
to the fairgrounds on Saturday, Au-
gust 15th and Sunday, August 16th
until 7 p.m only.

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Are You Entering Preserved Foods in

the Fair?

Volunteers Needed

Canning foods is resurfacing as a
popular way of preserving foods. To
ensure the safety of your family,
foods must be canned in a safe man-
ner. There are two safe ways of
canning depending upon the food
you are preserving. The boiling
water bath is used for fruits, , toma-
toes, pickles, jam, jellies and pre-
serves. All other foods
should be canned using a
pressure canner.

Clostridium botulinum
bacteria are the reason
why low -acid foods must
be pressure canned to be
safe. The spore from the
bacteria can withstand boiling and
under certain conditions can result

in production of a deadly

toxin. These spores can be de-
stroyed by canning food at a tem-
perature of 240 degrees F or above
for a specific amount of time.

To insure that
gauge is working correctly pressure
canners should be checked for accu-
racy on a yearly basis. The Univer-
sity of Maryland Exten-
sion Office in Montgom-
ery County will be test-
ing pressure canners at
