With a complicated irri-

gation system including rain barrels and 

rain gardens, lots of composting, and care-

ful selection of native plants, this garden 

over looking the Bay is now a pleasure to 

visit. 

    Another garden is a new one and de-

signed by Master Gardener Sabine Harvey 

just last fall.  The owner indicated that her 

concern was erosion on a gently sloping 

lawn-garden area. Upon visiting the site, 

we agreed that what is needed is a reduc-

tion of clay-Eastern Shore soil at its worst!  

Suggestions were the lasagna method doing 

small areas at a time while continuing to 

supplement the soil with compost, straw 

and available needles and leaves. This gar-

den taught us to be sensitive to the new 

gardeners and their garden dreams on the 

Eastern Shore. 

    Master Gardener Alice Macnow 

shared her compact in-town garden full 

of wildlife inviting native plantings.  

Her love of butterflies and all things 

beautiful was evident in this òsecret gar-

den.ó    

 Intern Master Gardener Janet 

Christensen provided a wonderful treat 

with her gardens on a soon to be quali-

fied 300 acre organic farm.  From the 

water course at the entrance through 

vegetable and mixed gardens, statuary 

and pool we were awed and appreciative.

or storing in mesh bags, and 

hanging in a dry place.

Bay Days At Kennard 

Early last month I trundled down to 

Kennard Elementary in Centreville to 

slightly swell the ranks of  MGõs who 

were to help a battalion of fourth 

graders plant a ditch with Lobelia 

cardinalis, Asclepias and Rudbeckia. I 

was fairly clueless 

when I first got 

there, trowel in 

hand, and almost 

as frustrated as 

the kids by the 

thatch of wire-

grass they had to 

hack through to 

plug in the plants. 

But as I watched 

the kids, I was 

encouraged not only by the general 

enthusiasm (with only a couple of ex-

ceptions) for the grubby hands-on 

work, but by how many of the group 

of about 50 kids got both the concept 

ðecosystem interactions ð and the spe-

cifics ð native plants simultaneously 

help contain and filter runoff to pre-

vent it polluting the Bay, and they 

encourage the 3Bõs (or 4 depending 

on how you count) Beneficial Bugs, 

Birds, and Bullfrogs.  The kids knew 

there was a concrete reason for the 

effort and could see how the first 

part of the little swale, planted sev-

eral years ago, was sus-

taining wildlife -- the 3 

(or 4) Bõs already in evi-

dence -- birds flitted, 

flirted and fussed, frogs 

sung and gallumphed, 

bees buzzed. Watching 

the kids I was reminded 

of the old adage: As the 

twig is bent, so grows 

the tree.  Those elemen-

tary school twigs clomp-

ing around in the muddy ditch 

shoving plants in willy-nilly seem to 

be growing well.
