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Novice Riders may only ride in the Novice Classes.  Novice is defined as a rider in 
their first or second year of showing.  The rider has to be at least 8 as of Jan 1, 2009 
and not older than 18 as of January 1, 2009. 
 
**Leadline Riders may be younger than 8 years of age, but all leadline riders will receive 
PARTICIPATION RIBBONS ONLY! 
 
Juniors are defined as 8-13 as of January 1, 2009 
Seniors are defined as 14-18 as of January 1, 2009 
 
Cross Entering is allowed, there is no limit to the number of classes.   
 
THERE IS NO FEE FOR PARTICIPATING IN THE FITTING & SHOWING CLASS!! 
 
Pre-registration is $5 per class, $7 per class the day of the show.  If you are pre-
registered, and will be riding in more than 10 classes, there is a set fee of $50 for the 
show day.
