Promoting 4-H to the Public

ALL youth ages 5 to 18 are eligible to become 4-H members, and all adults are welcome as 4-H volunteers.  As we promote 4-H, we need to make the public aware that we are open to everyone.  Below is our Affirmative Action/Equal Opportunity statement.  Whenever we hand out flyers for 4-H events, put up posters to promote     4-H, send articles about 4-H to the newspaper, set up club booths, etc. we are required to include the statement.  It can be in small print, but it should be somewhere on all handouts or displays.

It is the policy of University of Maryland Extension that all persons have equal opportunity and access to programs and facilities without regard to race, color, gender, religion, national origin, sexual orientation, age, marital status or parental status, or disability.

We are also asked to include a disability statement on promotional items whenever possible:

If you require special assistance to participate in 4-H programs, please contact the Extension Office in advance.

If there is absolutely no room for the full-length disclaimers on a handout, poster, etc. we should at least include this statement:

Equal Opportunity/Access Programs

To save space, sometimes newspapers will delete or shorten the statements prior to printing an article about 4-H.  We don’t have any control over that decision, but we should do our best to include the statements anyway.
