Farm to School is a program
developed by the Maryland
Department of Agriculture
and the Maryland State Board
of Education will bring more
Maryland-grown products to
school lunches and help educate students
about where their food comes, how it is
produced, and the benefits of a healthy diet.

The Jane Lawton Farm to School Program,
so named in honor of the late Maryland
House of Delegates member Jane Lawton of
District 18, Montgomery County, was
created during the 2008 Session of the
Maryland General Assembly when SB 158
Farm-to-School Program - Activities and
Promotional Events, sponsored by Senator
Jamie Raskin, was signed into law by the

Governor in May. In addition to facilitating
the procurement of local Maryland produce
for school menus, the bill also creates a
Maryland Homegrown School Lunch Week
to promote Maryland agriculture through
school meal and classroom programs and
interaction between students and local
farmers.

Kickoff Week: Sept 14-18, 2009

Statewide, the program has been an
overwhelming success and shows great
promise for the future. Almost every county
in Maryland participated this year as are
more than 30 different Maryland farms.

Just think of the tremendous impact on our
families and our communities if even our
local item is included in school lunches for
each of the 950,000 Maryland public school
students. Farmers would have additional
income, thereby strengthening the local
economy and keeping farm land open and
productive. Our children would receive the
nutritional benefits of fresh, local products
as well as the knowledge of why this
matters. And, the financial, environmental,
and nutritional costs of transporting food
would decrease.

Including local food in school lunches and
related information in the classroom is good
for our students and good for Maryland. We
encourage students and parents to continue
asking for fresh, local produce in school
lunches.

Pesticide Container Recycling

All containers must be made
from high density polyethylene

(HDPE). The container must

have held an EPA-registered
pesticide or adjuvant, crop oil,
etc. Any size container will be
accepted. All containers over 30
gallons must be cut into pieces prior to
recycling (contact MDA for instructions).
Pesticide containers must be properly
rinsed (pressure-rinsed or triple-rinsed).
Caps and other non-HDPE parts, such as
metal handles and rubber linings, cannot be
recycled. Stained containers are acceptable
provided no material can be smeared or
removed when touched by a rubber glove.
Please remove lids and label booklets prior
to recycling.

FORESTRY COURSE

The University of Maryland
Extension will offer the
General Forestry Course
for the fall 2009 semester.
Both the PAPER AND ONLINE version
will be offered. The course begins
September 1 and runs until December 15,
2009. Registration opens August 1. To
register, go to our website at
http://www.mdforest.umd.edu.

As there are no formal classes, you work
from the comfort of your home using your
own woodlot, a friend's or a public forest.
You will learn how to protect your trees
from insects, diseases and fire; step-by-step
procedures will walk you through a forest
inventory and stand analysis; and the details
of the forestry business are presented,
including tax nuances and the sale and
harvest of forest products. Ultimately, the
course exercises help you develop the
framework for a management plan for your
forest.

The cost for this forestry course is $300.00.
Included in the cost are copies of the
supplemental readings (A Sand County

Almanac, The  Woodland  Steward,
American Forests: A History of Resiliency
and Recovery, and a small pamphlet entitled
What Tree Is That?). The paper version text
and appendices is in notebook form. Online
users receive a CD of the text and
appendices. A certificate of completion is
awarded when all assignments are

completed.

Coverts Project

Woodland owners and others who want to
learn more about forests and wildlife are
invited to apply for training as Maryland
Woodland  Stewards.  University  of
Maryland Extension is offering this
comprehensive three-day seminar, formerly
known as the Coverts Project, September
17-20 at Camp Pecometh in Queen Annes
County.

The workshop will feature both indoor and
outdoor training with a variety of experts, as
well as instruction in the development of a
forest stewardship plan. There is a nominal
fee of $95, which covers instructional
materials, lodging, and food. In exchange
for this subsidized training, participants
commit to sharing their new knowledge with
others in their community during the next
year through at least 40 hours of service
activities.
