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Corn Acreage Remains Unchanged as
Soybeans Decline

According to the results of the March
Plantings  Intentions Survey released
Tuesday by USDA’s National Agricultural
Statistics Service, farmers in Maryland and
Delaware will decrease soybean acreage
while corn acreage remains unchanged from
last year. Corn acreage remains unchanged
from last year as favorable prices for other
crops, market instability, and crop rotation
considerations are motivating some farmers
to take a balanced approach to crop
plantings.

Maryland: Maryland grain producers report
that they will plant 490,000 acres of
soybeans this year, down 5,000 acres from
495,000 acres planted in 2008. Producers
say they will plant 460,000 acres of corn,
unchanged from last year. In addition,
producers report that they planted an
estimated 230,000 acres of winter wheat last
fall, down 25,000 acres from the 255,000
acres planted last year. Increases in planted
and harvested acreage are apparent in both
barley and hay crops. Barley acreage is up
10,000 acres from last year, to 55,000 acres.
Growers also expect to harvest hay from
210,000 acres, up 5,000 acres from 2008.

United States: Corn growers intend to plant
85.0 million acres of corn for all purposes in
2009, down 1 percent from last year as
lower corn prices and unstable input costs
are discouraging some growers from
planting corn. If realized, this will be the
second consecutive year-over-year decrease
since 2007 but will still be the third largest
acreage since 1949, behind 2007 and 2008.
Expected acreage is down from last year in
many States, however, producers in the 10
major corn producing States (Illinois,
Indiana, Iowa, Kansas, Minnesota, Missouri,

Nebraska, Ohio, South Dakota, and
Wisconsin) collectively intend to plant 66.3
million acres, up slightly from the 66.1
million acres planted last year.

Soybean producers intend to plant 76.0
million acres in 2009, up slightly from last
year. If realized, the U.S. planted area would
be the largest on record. Acreage increases
of 100,000 acres or more are expected in
Arkansas, lowa, Kansas, Mississippi,
Nebraska, North Carolina, North Dakota,
and Ohio. The largest decreases are
expected in Missouri and South Dakota,
both 150,000 acres less than 2008. If
realized, the planted acreage in Kansas and
New York will be the largest on record, and
the planted acreage in North Dakota will tie
the previous record high.

” Pesticide Container

Recycling

All containers must be made
from high density polyethylene

(HDPE). The container must
have held an EPA-registered pesticide or
adjuvant, crop oil, etc. Any size container
will be accepted. All containers over 30
gallons must be cut into pieces prior to
recycling (contact MDA for instructions).
Pesticide containers must be properly
rinsed (pressure-rinsed or triple-rinsed).
Caps and other non-HDPE parts, such as
metal handles and rubber linings, cannot be
recycled. Stained containers are acceptable
provided no material can be smeared or
removed when touched by a rubber glove.
Please remove lids and label booklets prior
to recycling.
