* 4-H Letters - letters written to you thanking and/or congratulating you for a job
well done in 4-H. You may either layer your letters on a sheet of white paper or
include up to three letters as single entries in your book.

If you choose to include these sections, they may be added after your project record
sheets and should be as neat as possible.
