The Maryland State Fair,
scheduled from Friday, August 28
through Monday, September 7,
2009, annually recognizes the hard
work of 4-H and FFA members
well as the talents of Marylanders
of all ages who compete in show
and demonstrations throughout the
11 days of the Fair.

The order of livestock shows for
the 128" Maryland State Fair will
change this year:

All Beef Cattle Shows will
take place on the first weekend of
the Fair with 4-H Beef Cattle
Shows on Friday, August 28 and
Saturday, August 29.

All Open Class Beef Cattle Shows,
including the new “Purebreds of
Other Breeds” division will take
place on Sunday, August 30.

All 4-H and Open Class Dairy
Shows will take place on the
second weekend of the Fair with
the Open Class Dairy Shows on
Thursday, September 3, and
Friday, September 4, and the 4-H
Dairy Shows on Sunday,
September 6, and Monday,
September 7.

“In this difficult economy, we hope
that this change in schedule will
help our exhibitors with their
hauling fees, travel expenses, etc.”
said Assistant General Manager
Andy Cashman.

The 4-H/FFA Livestock Sale
will take place on Saturday,
August 29, at 7:30 p.m. in the Cow
Palace and The Livestock Judging
and Dairy Judging will take place
on Saturday, September 5, at 8 a.m.
