BOOTHS: Size: Exterior booth dimensions must be 47” W x 36” D x 22” H. The back
of the booth must by 47”Wx 22”H. The bottom of the booth must by 47”"Wx36”D. The
sides must be in the shape of a right triangle using the following dimensions: 22" x 36”
x 48”. Structure must be able to be moved. Booths must include the official 4-H Clover
emblem/ FFA Crest “AA Statement” somewhere in the booth. The club name, city,
county, club leaders name, address, and phone number must be clearly printed on a card
and securely attached to the back side of the booth in the upper right corner.

BANNERS: The design must be on one side only and be two dimensional. Banners
must be 50” wide by 30" tall. The club or chapter and the official 4-H Clover emblem/
FFA crest must be clearly displayed.

All 4-H youth that want to show at the
Ag Expo or at the Maryland State Fair in
any of the Market shows must come to
weigh-in on your species designated day.

Goat- Fri., May 23 from 5:30-7:30 P.M.
Swine- Sat., June 6 from 8:00- 11:00 A.M.

All male market animals need to be
castrated 30 days prior to weigh-in
and must be completely healed by
weigh-in date. If you do not know how
to do this, contact the 4-H office or your
livestock superintendent. Please make
sure that you arrive on-time. Livestock
arriving late will not be tagged.

Weigh-In/ Tagging dates:
Dairy Steers- Sat., April 5 from 9-noon
Sheep- Fri., May 9 from 5:30-7:30 P.M.

Health forms must be completed no more
than 60 days prior to a show and stamped
by a state lab within 30 days of the first
show. Health papers will be valid for 180
days. Parents and 4-Hers are required to
review the animal’s health prior to a show
and sign the back of the health form.
Health forms are not required for weigh in;
however, they are required for shows and
exhibitions.
