eUse words that show you care,
value, and are proud of your teens,
such as “You are a neat person.”

eShow affection by looking out for
your teens’ best interests.

*Do not compare your teens to other
teens.

ePlan a special event, like an outing
or a meal, to show your teens that
you care.
