If you plan to exhibit one of the above animals at the county or state fair, it must have a Maryland 4-H
ear tag and be weighed in Carroll County. You must turn in a completed 2-part form to the Extension
Office with the number of tags you will need by April 29" for Swine (Weigh-in Date — Friday, May 6th,
5-9 P.M.) and May 6th (Weigh-in date for Lambs and Goats — Friday, May 13", 5-8 P.M.). Remember to
fill in ALL information, including RFID/Scrapie tag numbers. The Animal Science Code of Ethics will be on
the reverse side and BOTH pages must be signed. Tags cost $2 for swine, lambs and goats. Checks can
be made payable to CCEAB. You must register, tag and weigh-in the appropriate animal for Carroll Coun-
ty. You may not weigh-in your animals at another county and be eligible for the Carroll County 4-H/FFA
Fair. Questions? Call 410-386-2760.

Castration Policy of the Maryland 4-H AnSc Program: All male steers, lambs, pigs and goats must be neu-
tered and healed prior to 4-H weigh-in and tagging. The only exception would be animals that have obvi-
ous signs they have been banded, however, their scrotal sac is still intact.

You can show multiple steers and heifers at Beef Field Day.

Please be sure to list 4-H tag number on the entry form for each steer, commercial heifer or market heifer you
are entering.

The wash racks should be open on Field Day, but just in case make sure your cattle are clean before coming to
Field Day.

Again this year there will be a $15.00 entry fee per child entered. This is to offset the cost of Beef Field Day.
Please make checks payable to Carroll County 4-H/FFA Fair and write in the memo line: Beef Field Day.

ALL ENTRIES NEED TO BE POSTMARKED BY March 18, 2022. Late entries will be accepted until March 25, 2022.
(The entries must be in the office on this date. Postmark is not acceptable). If you have a late entry you will
need to pay $10.00 per head to enter in addition to the $15.00 per child fee.

Please remember the guidelines concerning health papers. You must have your health papers for Beef Field Day
& they will be checked. Please remember CVI/Health Forms are only good for 120 days. Please be sure to read
the Maryland Department of Agriculture (MDA) guidelines regarding RFID tag requirements for cattle in 2022.
You will also need to bring your health papers for your cattle. Please be sure to look at your animals and fill out
the back of the health papers (self-certification) & sign them before you come to the show.

Please do not bring any animals with ringworm or warts.

Your cattle need to be clipped before you arrive at the show because there will not be time to do it that day. For
heifers if they are commercial heifers meaning they cannot be registered with a breed association the heifer
must be tagged with a green 4-H ear tag & tattooed. For heifers that can be registered, they must be tattooed &
you must bring their registration papers. The tattoos need to be clean, clear, & legible.

Remember all steers have to be registered & tattooed in order to show in the purebred divisions, otherwise they
will be shown with the crossbreds. Please bring your registration papers with you. Additionally, make sure your
purebred animals are tattooed and the ear has been cleaned so the tattoo can be read.

e Beef Field Day will be a NO FIT SHOW like at the fair so you will not need any fitting supplies! Animals are to be
washed and dried only.

® You MUST take your bedding home after the show, please bring a wheelbarrow. We do not have a way of
disposing of any bedding or waste after the show.

e Please have a neck rope on cattle when tied in the barns.

e With combining our field day, something new this year is if you win a special award, you will need to write a
thank you note before you leave for the day (which will be provided). We will even mail the thank you letters
for you!!

e We ask that cellphones, feed and hay are kept out of the make-up area.

o There will be other activities going on at the fairgrounds that day, so please remember to be respectful of
others.

e When you are packing up to go home, please do not block the road between the midway & the barns.

e Please park all trucks and travels on the gravel pad that is the midway during the fair. Please do not park in
front of the Dining Hall or 4-H Activities Building.

e Barns will be marked, where cattle can be stalled.

e After the show, please remember to go back to the make-up area & cleanup any manure, etc. from the barn &
aisle.
