Letters may be from leaders, club officers, teachers, coaches, etc. No references
from relatives will be accepted (even if they are your club leader).
e Reference Letters must come with your application packet.
e SUBMIT YOUR APPLICATION PACKET BY 3/22/24. No faxed items will be accepted.
e Application packets not completed and received by March 22, 2024 will not be considered.
Interview will take place Saturday, April 6, 2024
e Be prepared with a five-minute presentation about “How 4-H has an impact on your life and
how you can use your experiences to enhance the 4-H Ambassadors Team impact on younger
4-H members?” You may use visuals. If you choose to use PowerPoint, your presentation must
be sent to the extension office before the interview day.
e Be prepared to answer questions related to: Your 4-H experience, Leadership perspective, and
aspirations for 4-H and the Ambassador team.
