Once the fairground receive all 4-H entry registrations, they generate the display tags for each entry.

You must make an appointment to
pick up your tags at the 4-H office. Alternatively, you can pick up your tags at the Fairground on
entry day.

BOOTHS AND BANNERS

Please remember, the State Fair guidelines for entering booths and banners are different from the
Montgomery County Fair.

Banners: ALL clubs may enter their banners in the State Fair. However, Clubs must enter them
themselves using the online State Fair entry system.

Booths: ONLY County Fair champion “State Fair Themed Booths” can be entered at the State Fair.

You are responsible for getting your booth or banner to and from the State Fair.
