This event will introduce participants to several agricultural and mechanical sciences-related 4-H/
FFA project areas. Participants will learn about general knowledge, safety, and requirements for
these state-level competitive events.

The 4-H/FFA Mechanical Sciences Day is from 10 a.m. to 3 p.m. at the Queen Anne's County 4-
H Park. The day's purpose is to provide general knowledge of various ag/mechanical science
projects and introduce youth to state-level contests related to the projects. Topics include trac-
tors, lawn tractors, bicycles, and small engines.

This event is open to enrolled 4-H youth members ages 8-18 and FFA youth members ages 13-
18. Age is determined by the youth's age on January 1, 2024

Age-appropriate activities will be based on 4-H youth age divisions. 4-H age divisions are:

Adult 4-H Volunteers may register by invitation only. 4-H Volunteers must have an approved enroliment
for the current program year.
