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A goal of the Maryland 4-H Program is to provide opportunities for children and youth to build character. Maryland 4-H
supports the CHARACTER COUNTSSM six pillars of character: TRUSTWORTHINESS, RESPECT, RESPONSIBILITY,
FAIRNESS, CARING, AND CITIZENSHIP. In order to ensure Maryland 4-H programs provide positive environments for all
individuals to learn and grow, 4-H Adults agree to abide by these expectations of behavior:

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Adult Code of Conduct:
Maryland 4-H expects adults participating in programs to conduct themselves in an acceptable manner and in accordance with the
Maryland 4-H Code of Conduct outlined on the reverse of this document. Adults, both parents and volunteers, who engage in
unacceptable conduct are subject to sanctions. Adult behaviors that are unacceptable under the Code of Conduct include, but are not
limited to:

o  Possession, use, or distribution of alcohol and/or illegal or illicit drugs while attending a 4-H program or event

o  Use of tobacco, tobacco products or tobacco substitutes in the presence of youth at a 4-H program or event

e  Abuse and/or misuse of prescription or non-prescription drugs or substances

e  Sexual advances or activities involving youth

e  Actions that create a hostile environment such as sexual innuendo, slander, profane language, racial/ethnic slurs or other disparaging remarks or
hostile/bullying behavior

e Use of physical punishment for discipline

o Actions that create an unsafe environment, such as irresponsible or potentially hazardous behavior

o  Failure to report suspected neglect and/or physical or sexual abuse to appropriate authorities

e Lying, cheating, or other unethical practices

e  Physical, verbal, emotional, or mental abuse of, or threats toward, another person

e  Theft, destruction, or abuse of property

o  Use of electronic devices and/or social media to bully, demean, harass, or threaten another person

e Use of technology to create, post, or transmit to or willingly receive from youth unacceptable content such as that containing profanity, advocacy

of use/possession of alcohol or drugs, violence, sexually explicit content, etc.
Promotion of religion or political preferences
e Breach of personal or professional confidentiality

Maryland 4-H Disciplinary Policy and Procedures:

Adults associated with or participating in Maryland 4-H are expected to conduct themselves in a manner consistent with the standards of integrity,
sportsmanship, and responsibility associated with the 4-H Youth Development program. Adults who fail to observe these standards may be dismissed
or removed from 4-H activities, events, or programs, and may be subject to sanctions or disciplinary action up to and including termination of volunteer
status and/or membership. Incidents or issues that may subject an adult to disciplinary action will be managed as follows:

1. The local 4-H Educator will notify the individual in writing of the nature of the unacceptable conduct, the potential consequences, and the process that will take
place.
2. Theindividual will be offered the opportunity to present their view or explanation by participating in an in-person meeting, presenting a written statement, or both.
3. The 4-H Educator, in consultation with the local A/CED, will consider all presented matters and determine the appropriate resolution. The individual will be
notified in writing of the 4-H Educator’s decision and any sanction(s) to be imposed.
4. If the individual wishes to appeal the 4-H Educator’s decision, they may do so in one of two ways:
a. The individual may request a Review Committee to evaluate the 4-H Educator’s decision and make recommendations to the State 4-H Program Leader.
b. The individual may appeal directly to the State 4-H Program Leader.
The individual's request for appeal must be made in writing.
5. The State 4-H Program Leader will review the appeal and notify the individual of his/her decision in writing. The State 4-H Program Leader’s decision is final.
