Brahman X Hereford (“Tiger Striped”) cows run on large pastures in the 

Southern U.S.  The top 30% of the female progeny will be sold as replacement 

heifers. Non-replacement females and all steer progeny will be sold at weaning to 

loyal customers who feed cattle in the Texas Panhandle and market on a carcass-

based grid that pays premiums for high yielding cattle who grade low Choice or 

better.  All cattle on this operation are expected to perform with minimal assistance.  

Feed resources have been limited in recent years because of significant drought.
